Deacon Ryan Adorjan

“Face it: God delights in showing mercy, and mercy
always triumphs over judgment. Mercy isn’t something in
the abstract, but something tangible and accessible that
God wants to give each one of us.”

The first night is an overview of the story of salvation
history: why do we even need mercy in the first place?
Night number two is a chance to look more closely at
the need for mercy in our own lives and then to
receive it in the Sacrament of Confession. The third
night looks at the future: how do we live in the context
of freedom?

He is a seminarian currently
pursuing graduate studies in theology at the University
of St. Mary of the Lake - Mundelein Seminary. He was
ordained a Deacon on April 21, 2017 and serves as
Deacon at St. Mary Immaculate Parish in Plainfield.
Deacon Ryan will be ordained a priest on May 26,
2018 at the Cathedral of St. Raymond Nonnatus in
Joliet, Illinois.

Deacon Ryan is a frequent speaker at parish and youth
events throughout the area. He was a featured speaker
at the 2012 Diocese of Charlotte Eucharistic Congress.
His work in the New Evangelization with new media,
including the founding of VianneyMedia - a social
media apostolate -- was featured on EWTN’s “Life on
the Rock.”

Come be a part of our 5th annual Parish-wide, Village

either or both days with family and friends by going to the
parish website and clicking on the Seeds of Service
Logo and selecting the time slot and duty that works for
you. We have family-friendly jobs for all ages.

Last year’s Seeds of Service was truly a great day for
our parish and our parishioners, as with a combined 400
volunteers we collected about 2000 bags filled with food,
not including several pallets of bulk donations from two
generous parishioners. This year our donations will
benefit the Little Sisters of the Poor, the Missionaries of
Charity, the Franciscan Sisters of the Eucharist, HCS
Family Services, Peoples' Resource Center, and the Red
Lake Mission. You can watch the video from the prior
Seeds of Service by going to sij.net to see what it’s all
about.

This year’s event promises to be bigger and better.

Jogues, as great things are happening when good people
come together to live their faith, serve others, and build a
vibrant Christian community.
