The Book of Isaiah (26 Lessons) 
 
St. Jerome likened the Book of Isaiah as the gospel of the 
Old Testament because Isaiah prophesied more about the 
Messiah than any other book in the Old Testament. He 
also described in great detail the blessings of the future 
kingdom of the Messiah. His coming would be as a lion 
bringing the day of God’s wrath, but first He would come 
as a Savior who would die for the sins of the people.  
Isaiah focuses on the salvation that will come through the 
Messiah. Some examples include Isaiah, Chapter 9, where 
we’re told that the Messiah will one day rule in justice 
and righteousness; Chapter 11 states that during the reign 
of the Messiah there will be peace and safety for Israel 
and according to Isaiah 42:6 and 55:4, through the 
Messiah, Israel will be a beacon of light to all the nations.  
The Messiah’s kingdom on earth (Isaiah Chapter 65-66) 
is the goal towards which all of the Book of Isaiah points.

New Study of the Third Pillar of the Catechism  
of the Catholic Church  

(Life in Christ) to begin in September at  
St. John of the Cross Parish, Western Springs 

 The study will begin with an overview of the Church’s longstanding 
approach to moral questions and with an analysis of the only Magisterial 
teaching specifically focused on the general moral theology of the Church: Pope 
St. John Paul II’s beautiful 1993 encyclical Veritatis Splendor. This begins with 
a beautiful reflection on Christ’s response to the question “what good must I do 
to inherit eternal life” and proceeds to a careful analysis of trends in modern 
thought that are incompatible with the Church’s moral teaching.  
 The fifteen weekly meetings will include videotaped lectures, 
workbooks and questions for at-home preparation, and supplemental 
readings. The required materials for the program will include the 
encyclical Veritatis Splendor (which can be purchased in booklet format 
- $8 - or downloaded and printed from the internet), the Catechism of the 
Catholic Church ($12), and the book Where Did I Come From; Where 
Am I. Going; How Do I Get There? ($13). The study will begin on Sept. 
11th and will run for  15 sessions in the St. John of the Cross Parish 
Center, 51st St and Wolf Rd, Western Springs, 9:30-11:30. To register/
questions and to order materials contact Madonna Muscarello at 
gracicakes@gmail.com or at 630.325.7990.
